We sing happy
birthday just after the children have finished eating to
give you time during the final part of the party to cut
the cake up ready for party bags.

e |f any children struggle to dress themselves up the
parent’s can help them but unfortunately we can
not.

e At the end of the party it is your responsibility to
ensure all children are collected safely by the correct
parents.
